6. Parents time out of placement 

	Detail agreement in relation to any time off that the parent can have from the responsibilities of caring for the baby, or to attend other assessment appointments, or unsupervised time with the baby outside of the home.

           


7. Health issues 

	      Detail any specific issues in relation to the parent and baby including attendance at

      appointments and liaison with key professionals.  Include storage of medication / 

      prescription drugs. Reaffirm expectations about alcohol use, smoking or use of other

      substances. 

           


8. Contact details

	    Contact arrangements both for others with the baby and contact the parent 

    can have with others without the baby. Include direct contact meetings as well 

    as indirect contact via phone, text etc. 

         


9.  Assessment work
